Continuous learning at home for this half term: 

Maths 

• Practice writing numbers in words from 0 to 50/100 

• Can you draw an empty number line and estimate 
where different numbers will go on it? 

• Can you count in multiples of 2, 5 or 10? 

• Practice finding pairs of numbers to total 10, 20 or 100 

• Spend some time on numbots and TT rockstars (logins 
in reading journals) 

Reading 

• Sit and snuggle with your favourite book and 
try and discuss what the characters were do-
ing in it 

• Can you find and read a story, a set of instruc-
tions, a comic?  

• Retell stories using key language- this can be  
verbally or through story maps 
 

 

Writing Focus: 
After starting the week writing up our diaries, the children will be shifting their focus to a new book. They will begin 
the unit by making a creative item to give to someone in class, before looking at the new book and describing a 
setting using expanded noun phrases.  

Maths Focus:  
After focusing on multiplication last week, the children will be focusing on division this week. They will be exploring 
how to share equally, with an emphasis on equal. Some children will then move on to explore the difference be-
tween sharing and grouping.
