• Practice finding pairs of numbers to total 10, 20 or 100 

• Spend some time on numbots and TT rockstars (logins 
in reading journals) 

Reading 

• Sit and snuggle with your favourite book and 
try and discuss what the characters were do-
ing in it 

• Can you find and read a story, a set of instruc-
tions, a comic?  

• Retell stories using key language- this can be  
verbally or through story maps

Writing Focus: 
During this week, we will be continuing to immerse ourselves in the theme of London. Following on from last week, 
the children will be creating their leaflets after focusing on suffixes for plurals. They will be applying their under-
standing of Kinetic Letters to publish their leaflets in their best handwriting.  

Maths Focus:  

Throughout this week, all of the children will be exploring addition and subtraction. They will look at a 
variety of different methods, using concrete resources and number lines. The children will explore the 
language used when solving problems around addition and subtraction.
